1. Apologies

2. Approval of previously circulated minutes

Previously circulated minutes were approved and signed.

3. Matters arising from previous minutes

a. OCC Highway matters – reply had been received from Mr Khan regarding outstanding matters. Requests for pelican crossing, speed camera, Sandy Lane traffic calming awaiting decisions; Motorway Services sign to be erected; A418 gates and outstanding maintenance/flooding issues forwarded to maintenance team. OCC records do not show any weight restriction for the Ickford Bridges. Mr Field agreed to make further enquiries of Mr Ilbery and Clerk to contact Ickford Parish Council. Agreed to acknowledge Mr Khan’s letter and mention concerns about speeding in Ickford Road. 

b. Bus shelter seat – perch seat had been received and thanks were expressed to Mr Field for installing it. 

c. Golden Jubilee mugs – the completed mugs and individual boxes had now been received and Clerk would contact all those who had placed orders. Mr Morrish offered to help with assembling the boxes.    

d. Traffic counts – Clerk had circulated figures provided by OCC of a count completed on 13-19 May 2002 on A418 east of A40. There had been no counts done recently by OCC in Tiddington itself. Clerk agreed to provide comparison with previous counts. 

e. Shop Alley to School Lane footpath modification – a request for the addition of the footpath to the definitive map had been submitted to OCC together with 16 evidence forms. An acknowledgement had been received.

4. Planning matters

a. P02/NO359  Three Pigeons Public House, Milton Common – two-storey extension to provide 40 hotel bedrooms

Mr Tremayne had attended the SODC Northern Area Planning Meeting to support the application. The Planning Department had recommended refusal. The Committee approved the application but it will now go forward to full Council for consideration.

5. Correspondence

a. A Mini Gatso speed recorder is being offered on loan to local town and parish councils. It was agreed to ask for the loan of it.    

b. An Affordable Village Housing open day is being held at Binfield Heath on Friday 9 August from 12.00-6.00. No-one able to attend.

c. Following the Clerk’s attendance at an Oxfordshire Record Office meeting to discuss village archives, a questionnaire had been received asking for feedback and whether the village is prepared to establish an archive. Agreed that it would not be feasible at present.  

6. Financial matters

a. Payment of £20.00 for ORCC Membership 2002/2003 proposed by Mr Morrish, seconded by Mr Malin. 

b. Payment of £288.99 to Glasdon UK Limited for a bus shelter perch seat proposed by Mr Stratton, seconded by Mr Malin.

c. Payment of £142.76 to Audit Commission for audit of the years 1999/2000 and 2000/2001 proposed by Mr Morrish, seconded by Mr Stratton.

d. Payment of £141.12 to Parchment (Oxford) Limited for Newsletter printing Aug/Sep proposed by Mr Stratton, seconded by Mr Tremayne.

e. Payment of £265.00 to J M Richardson for grasscutting June and July proposed by Mr Morrish, seconded by Mr Tremayne, but it was agreed to send a letter expressing disappointment that the raking of the play area was below standard. It was also agreed to assess the quantity of replacement bark required and replenish it following a site meeting next Saturday.

f. Payment of £9.48 to Z M Knight for stationery expenses proposed by Mr Morrish, seconded by Mr Stratton.

7. Open discussion

a. Mr Morrish reported that he had submitted his views on the SODC Local Plan and Clerk also reported that there had been no separate submission by the Parish Council. Mr Nowell-Smith had also responded.

b. Mr Stratton reported that the website on www.tiddingtonoxon.co.uk was now available and comments would be welcome.

Mr Stratton wished to thank Mr Chris Williams for his generous donation of time and materials to the installation of the CCTV at the Village Hall.

c. Mr Malin reported that the flooding in the Ickford Road during the recent heavy downpour had been very bad.

d. Mr Field also commented on the flooding outside the Village Hall and in particular that the problems are associated with a broken drain.

e. Mr Nowell-Smith asked about the Tug-of-War. It had been postponed from the usual first Friday in August to Saturday, 7 September at 2.00pm.

f. The residents of Spring Cottage were concerned about the blocked and damaged drains on the A418 outside their property. Clerk to report to Highways and the residents to write also.
