Monthly Meeting

Monday 1 July, 2002, 8.00pm – at Tiddington Village Hall

MINUTES

1. Apologies

2. Approval of previously circulated minutes

Previously circulated minutes were approved and signed.

3. Matters arising from previous minutes

a. OCC Highway matters – Clerk had written to OCC Director of Environmental Services regarding outstanding problems including no action since meeting with Mr A Kahn, turning lorries and request for second speed camera.

Following a site meeting of Clerk with Mr Field a hawthorn tree planted between the bus shelter and VE-Day seat was recommended and this was agreed. Clerk to contact OCC to obtain permission.

Regarding Mr Field’s suggestion that the horse chestnut tree outside the Village Hall be felled to make room for the oak tree to grow, it was agreed to seek the advice of the SODC Forestry Officer. 

With regard to the speeding problems in the Ickford Road and elsewhere, it was agreed to ask to borrow the Speedwatch posters which are available in sets of five.

b. Bus shelter seat – it was agreed to purchase a 1830mm perch seat in black Enviropol from Glasdon at a cost of approximately £246.00. 

c. Thame Area Forum, Little Milton – Chairman had attended the meeting. A new chairman for the year was elected. The meeting discussed the SODC Local Plan 2011, housing needs of villagers, landscape designations and the possibility of a joint forum with OCC.    

d. Correspondence from Miss W Scott – a further letter had been received from Miss Scott making comments on the play area and car parking and asking for facilities for senior citizens, such as a bowling green. Chairman to acknowledge.

e. Golden Jubilee mugs – 144 mugs delivered but not as ordered – Queen’s head with coat of arms missing and not individually boxed. Clerk awaiting response from Norfolk China.

f. Great Milton School Annual Report – Ms Roffey had apologised for not being able to attend the Annual Meeting and had provided a written report which was in the July wallet.

4. Planning matters

a. P02/NO337  16 Ickford Road, Tiddington – insertion of dormer windows and rooflights for attic conversion.

Decision: SODC granted.

b. P02/NO428  Quinton, Sandy Lane, Tiddington – removal of existing garage, erection of replacement garage, utility and porch.

Decision: no strong views, subject to consultation with neighbours.

c.
Mr S Bowley, the new owner of Ferndale, Tiddington, outlined his plans for a double garage with study over. It would be slightly smaller than the garage given permission to the previous owner but with a different roofline to blend with the existing house. Chairman thanked Mr Bowley for informing the Parish Council of his intentions.

5. Correspondence

a. South Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011 and Landscape Assessment – responses were required by 2 August. Clerk had photocopied paragraphs which were relevant locally and following discussion it was agreed to query the lack of flexibility of the criteria for larger and smaller villages and smaller settlements, with particular reference to Milton Common. Councillors to submit individual comments to Clerk by 23 July in order to collate a Council response by the deadline. Mr Tremayne to study the full text and then return it to Clerk for anyone else to borrow.    

b. SODC Planning Code of Practice and Conduct – Mr Tremayne reported that proposed changes to the code fell in line with the new general codes of conduct and did not feel that the Council needed to respond with comments. Clerk to hold on file for future reference.

c. Notice of diversion for eight weeks from 8 July while Blackthorn Bridge carriageway is lowered had been received. Map to be displayed on notice board. 

6. Financial matters

a. Audit matters – Clerk reported that Mr Wing had declined to offer his services but Mrs Papps was prepared to be internal auditor for a fee of £35.00 for the year beginning April 2002. Mr Stratton proposed the appointment of Mrs Papps, seconded by Mr Field. 

b. Payment of £1,336.66 to SODC for concessionary fares tokens proposed by Mr Morrish, seconded by Mr Field.

c. Payment of £404.49 to Countax Ltd for strimmer for St Helen’s Churchyard maintenance proposed by Mr Morrish, seconded by Mr Tremayne.

7. Open discussion

a. Mr Neail reported that Great Milton Parish Council had asked for the gypsy liaison officer to attend a Parish Council meeting to discuss management of and problems at the Wheatley gypsy site. It was suggested that it might be useful for her to attend this Parish Council. It was agreed to invite her to a meeting convenient to her.

b. Mrs Purse reported how worried OCC were about the problems of abandoned cars. The cost of disposal for the last  owner was becoming prohibitively expensive for the vast majority and many were abandoning and setting fire to them. A solution to that problem and also the disposal of household goods needed to be found.

Mrs Purse reported that a meeting which she was to have had with OCC about turning lorries  and signing at the M40 has had to be rescheduled.

c. Mr Morrish asked Mrs Purse whether any burden of cost would fall on OCC if the planned housing of asylum seekers at Bicester went ahead. Mrs Purse said that OCC would probably object as the area was totally unsustainable and the responsibility of care for these people would fall to local services. If Cherwell District Council object, there is likely to be a public inquiry.
