1. Apologies

2. Approval of previously circulated minutes

Previously circulated minutes were approved and signed.

3. Matters arising from previous minutes

a. OCC Highway matters – Mr Field to make further enquiries of Mr Ilbery regarding weight restriction on Ickford Bridges. Clerk to ask Mr Khan when the MSA signs can be expected as the turning lorries were a continuing problem. 

b. Golden Jubilee mugs – there are about 23 mugs still available when all orders have been satisfied. Agreed to publicise in Newsletter and offer to any newcomers to the village.    

c. Traffic counts – Clerk had provided a comparison with previous counts and figures did not show an appreciable increase over recent years. 

d. Watch your Speed posters – five had been delivered and initially will be placed in Ickford Road for two weeks, then Milton Common for two weeks and returned to Ickford Road for a further two weeks, as recommended in the guidelines for their use. The Parish has them on loan for three months from 21 August.

e. Tree planting A418 – acknowledgement but no response from OCC as yet.

4. Planning matters

a. P02/NO359  Three Pigeons Public House, Milton Common – two-storey extension to provide 40 hotel bedrooms

Mr Tremayne to attend the SODC Planning Committee Meeting on 10 September at 6.00pm. Local bed and breakfast businesses had expressed their objection to the application in a letter to SODC but Councillors agreed to continue to support the plans.

b. P02/NO539  Orpwoods Farm, Milton Common – 3M height extension to existing mast, attachment of new antennae; implementation of new ground based equipment; extend compound and ancillary developments.

Decision: no strong views.

c. P02/NO602  14 Brookside Close, Tiddington – proposed two storey terraced house and garage adjoining existing house.

Decision: Mr Malin and Mr Field to do a site visit and discuss with affected neighbours before decision.

5. Correspondence

a. OCC Scrutiny Committee review of 30mph speed limit strategy – agreed that Chairman and Clerk should complete questionnaire on behalf of Council.    

b. SODC Review of Parliamentary Polling Districts and Polling Places – Waterstock residents to vote at Tiddington Village Hall rather than the Merry Bells, Wheatley as previously.

c. OCC Highways Maintenance Programme – Chairman and Clerk had submitted comments on behalf of the Council and the publication and response to be circulated.

d. Details had been received of the skip lorry dates for October-March. It was agreed to ask SODC if the schedule for the Three Pigeons could be changed to another day in the future as it was on the same day as Station Approach.

e. The next SODC Thame Area Forum will be held on Wednesday, 30 October at 7.00pm in the Jubilee Hall, Lewknor. OCC and the Aylesbury Primary Care Trust will participate.

f. An invitation to attend a turf turning ceremony for phase 2 of affordable village housing at Horspath on 18 September at 3.30pm had been received. No-one able to attend.

g. An invitation to attend the AGM of the English Rural Housing Association at Steeple Aston Village Hall on 19 September at 2.00pm had been received. No-one able to attend.  

6. Financial matters

a. Payment of £25.00 for CPRE Membership 2002/2003 proposed by Mr Field, seconded by Mr Nowell-Smith. 

b. The accounts for the year ending 31 March 2002 had been certified by the internal auditor, Mrs Papps.

c. Payment of £35.00 to Mrs P P Papps for internal audit fee proposed by Mr Stratton, seconded by Mr Malin.

d. Payment of £41.00 to M A Wise for hedgecutting proposed by Mr Stratton, seconded by Mr Tremayne.

e. Payment of £600.00 to Z M Knight  for Clerk’s salary proposed by Mr Field, seconded by Mr Malin.

f. Payment of £52.00 to SODC for garden sacks proposed by Mr Stratton, seconded by Mr Tremayne.

g. Payment of £144.00 to J M Richardson for grasscutting in August proposed by Mr Stratton, seconded by Mr Field. Following the query about raking of the bark, Grassroots had done a further rake at no extra charge. Mr Field asked that when the contract is re-negotiated next year, the cuts to the playing field are made shorter. 

h. Payment of £10.00 for petty cash proposed by Mr Stratton, seconded by Mr Field.

7. Open discussion

a. Mr Stratton reported that he had done further work on the website and would welcome any suggestions for links to other sites. He would be happy to demonstrate it after the meeting.

Mr Stratton announced that tickets were now available for three performances from the Touring Theatre – Jazz Band on 30 November, Toy Theatre on 15 December and Instant Wit on 8 February.

Mr Stratton had spoken to Miss Scott about her continuing concerns about the play area. The parking was still a problem and it was agreed to write to Highways requesting bollards for the verge on the recreation ground side of Sandy Lane.

b. Mr Malin asked who was responsible for the sewer pipe that runs at the back of North Close. It was agreed that Thames Water would be responsible.

Mr Malin enquired whether a rumour that the percentage of permitted development not requiring planning permission was to be lowered was in fact true. It was suggested that Mr Malin contact the Planning Manager at SODC for verification.

c. Mr Field reported that there had been a lot of garden rubbish deposited in ditches. Agreed to publicise in Newsletter.

Mr Field also reported that there had been problems of inconsiderate parking in Albury View and it was agreed to mention this in the Newsletter.

d. Mrs Purse reported that the responses to the consultation on the Oxfordshire Structure Plan were still being analysed.
