Drainage works in Tiddington - the works
currently in progress should help to ease the
problem of surface water ponding near the
junction of the A418 and Ickf ord Road (leading
to Draycot). This is by virtue of the fact that

less water will be entering the lower part of
the existing surface water drain along that
side of the A418 and hence freeing up more up
stream capacity for surface water coming down
from the direction of the garage and pub.

The issue of surface water along Sandy Lane is
one that is being dealt with by Tim Wilde at
the Southern Area Office of Oxford shire
Highways and we are continuing our urgent
correspondence with him. He recently emailed
with the following update:

aSome work was carried out in Sandy Lane at
the end of last financial year. Problems with
the system were found in the vicinity of
Walters Farm and more investigation work (and
remedial action) is planned for the near future.

In t he meantime local adjacent landowners will
need fto be approached to maintain/re -
establish roadside ditches between the farm
and the ‘railway"” embankment. Any help you
can provide in this matter would be gratefully
received.

A recent inspection of Draycot  Corner failed
to identify any significant drainage problems.
Perhaps a site meeting

Lets hope that the work will resolve the

flooding problems on the A418 and also ease
the distressing problems elsewhere in the

village.

Traffic vibration on the A418 - Malcolm
Bowler from Highways was to let me k now the
possible costings for the work, which will
possibly determine whether the proposed
works can be undertaken, but | have not heard
from him and consequently have made contact
with him by email to see if there is any
progress.

I am told by a resident affected by the
vibration that, at the same time as the work on
the drainage system, Highways propose to take
away the existing drains and replace them with
kerb stones with drainage holes in the front.
This will enable the water to go straight into
the new drainage system. So no drains on the
road for the traffic to bounce on causing the
vibration. Fingers crossed this will work with
the vibration and the water!

There was some talk of 30 mph roundels being
painted on the roads, and of removal of the
hat ching lines which push traffic nearer to the
houses, but t his
work schedule.

Review of Highway Speed Limits - a review of
speed limits is currently taking place
throughout Oxfordshire. There is a proposal to
limit the speed on the A418 from Thame to the
Wheatley turn off past the M40 roundabout at
junction 8 to 50 MPH whilst keeping the 30
MPH limit as it is in Tiddington. Another
proposal at Milton Common is to change the
existing speed limit on the A329 over the
motorway bridge from 30 MPH to 40 MPH. In
addition at Milton Common to change the
existing 30 MPH limit to 40 MPH on London
Road from th e A329 to the end of the current
restriction on the west side of the A329. |
would be very grateful to receive your
comments on these proposals, which if adopted
will go to a full public consultation in
September prior to final decisions.

Music Service sc oops two prestigious gongs -
Oxfordshire County Council's Music Service
won two gongs at a prestigious national festival
giving a band director the perfect retirement
send off after 39 years in post. The County
Youth Big Band walked away from the National
Music for Youth Festival finals held in
Birmingham last week with a special festival
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award, marking the end of band director Pete
Jeeves' association with the Music Service.
The band scooped the accolade after
performing their 20 -minute programme without
a note of music before them, having learnt it
off by heart. The Central Music School
Symphony Orchestra also won a special festival
award for their enthusiastic playing of
Mussorgsky's A Night on a Bare Mountain.

Museum gives a taste of Victorian life - an
historical period which saw the first lavatory
being flushed and the birth of the London
Underground is the subject of a family -
friendly exhibition at the Oxfordshire Museum

in Woodstock. Visitors can discover what life
was like from a child's perspective  during the
reign of Britain's longest -serving monarch at
the free Victorian Life exhibition at the
County Council-run museum from Saturday, 25
July to Sunday, 6 September. The show
includes the parasol and fan which belonged to
Alice Liddell, the girl who inspired Lewis
Carroll's Alice's Adventures in Wonderland. He
told her a tale of a girl called Alice who fell
down a rabbit hole after she had asked him to
entertain her during a rowing trip on The Isis
River in Oxford in 1862.

Who are we?

The NAG consist s of representatives from the
police, parish, district and county councils,
schools, licensees, youth representatives,
housing associations, the fire service and
residents from across the area.

What did you tell us was your top priority?

Over 700 resident s across the NAG area were
asked recently what their issues were. While
many residents of the Wheatley area felt
there were no major safety concerns, a number
of residents highlighted speeding as a potential
problem. Rubbish and litter and parking issues
were also highlighted. The NAG will be
deploying the SID at speeding hotspots to
remind drivers of the speed limit. They are
also running a poster competition with the
children at Wheatley primary school. With the
success of their recent bus shelter make ov er,
Chalgrove residents are enjoying a reduction in
anti -social behaviour and are looking to tackle
their next priority, also speeding. Parking
issues and rubbish will also be dealt with
across the neighbourhood although again many
residents had no major ¢ oncerns.

The NAG can only focus on the top three
issues in each neighbourhood. However many
villages highlighted other concerns such as lack
of police visibility, robbery and burglary. This
information will be passed on to the relevant
agency and will be dealt with outside the NAG.
