Drainage works in  Tiddington - during the
last few weeks contractors for Oxfordshire
Highways have been clearing the ditches and
waterways from the A418 down to Ickford
Bridges.

Earlier camera work undertaken to determine
the state of the drainage pipes in the village
has resulted in a report which the Senior
Engineer for Oxfordshire Highways is now
studying in order to assess what works can be
done to improve the condition of the existing
system.

In other words there will be
no further attention giv en to this matter until
after March of next year!

Review of highway speed limits
Following my article in the last two Tiddington
Newsletters about the proposed speed limit
changes in th e Tiddington and Milton Common
area on the A418, A329 and London Road in
Milton Common, your comments have been fed
into the process and the pre -consultation is
now out to final consultation. The County
Council are now still consulting further on
speed changes in the areas which | previously
advised you of. These are (a) increasing the
speed limit over the M40 on the A329 from 30

to 40 mph, which I feel is a very dangerous step
to take given the visibility problems when
turning off London Road and the M40 on to the
A329, (b) limiting speeds to 50 mph on the
A418 from Thame to Wheatley (whilst keeping
the limit at 30 mph through Tiddington) which
seems sensible to me and (c) increasing the
limit on London Road in Milton Common from 30
to 40 mph about which | have received mixed
comments from residents with the majority
against.

Residents warned over refund scam

Residents are being urged to be on their guard
against bogus officials offering to give council
refunds, relating to council tax, business  rates
or benefits.

People are being called and told they qualify
for a refund and then asked for their bank
account details so the payment can be made.
They are also informed an "admin" fee will be
charged.

Similar types of attempted fraud have been
report ed across the country. These can range
from phone calls to emails.

South Oxfordshire and the Vale of White
Horse District Councils are both warning
residents to be on their guard against these
scams. Neither Council would phone or email to
request details of bank accounts to refund
overpayments. Neither would it charge for
such a service. Anyone due a refund would
receive a bill detailing exactly how much they
are owed.

South Oxfordshire District Councillor Jane
Murphy, Cabinet Member for community safety
said "We advise people to be on their guard
against these fraudsters. The key message is
keep your bank and credit card details safe
and never give out your PIN number. If you are
entitled to a refund, the council will send you a
letter showing how much you are owed and
arrange a method of refunding you. If the
situation is suspicious, please report it to the
police on 0845 8 505 505."
